Assessment and Examination 

The assessment for this course comprises two elements:

Essay : One third of final mark

Exam  : Two thirds of final mark

1. Essay

Completed essays of approximately 2500-3000 words must be uploaded to Turnitin AND Myplace before Friday April 1 2015 (week 11) 12pm.  Noon is used in cases there are any MyPlace issues you can contact IT and the department office BEFORE noon to seek assistance.
The essay topic is in an additional file on MyPlace. The assessed written work of this class will require you to:

i) research answers to essay questions by drawing on a range of material, including books, journal articles and websites

ii) understand, analyse and evaluate the material you have read

iii) work out and sustain well-structured and convincing lines of argument

iv) express yourself clearly and succinctly.

The provisional mark for and comments on your essay will be made available on or before April 15th 2015.
Please note that the School of Government and Public Policy does not accept e-mail submissions.

1.1 Late Submission

You are required to submit an electronic copy of your essay for each class via the relevant link on Myplace by the stated deadline for each class. 

Late submission of essays will result in a standard penalty (five marks per day for the first five working days after the submission deadline, then a mark of zero thereafter).  Requests for extensions on the basis of certified medical conditions or other exceptional circumstances should be submitted, and agreed upon between student and class coordinator well in advance of the deadline.

2. Examination

There will be a formal two hour examination at the end of the Semester Two on a date yet to be decided. A sample examination paper is on MyPlace. 
This assessment is designed to test your capacity to:

· select and analyse relevant literature incorporating it within your answers to unseen questions

· write in a succinct, structured and conceptually informed manner to develop analytical writing skills

· understand, evaluate and critically appraise key concepts in

International Relations

· respond to unseen questions and organise arguments succinctly and coherently

· managing time efficiently in the context of a formal examination.

Format of Teaching

As stated earlier, the class is taught through two lectures per week as well as through fortnightly tutorials. 

Lectures will consist of a presentation by the lecturer. Slides are available online but for self-study purposes only; they must not be distributed.

The tutorials will cover course material in small group discussions and preparation from the term paper. Preparation and active participation are required. For each tutorial session, please refer to the readings for that relevant lecture topic.
